There were also 
first time visitors who also came forward for salvation. I had to call for more counselors. The 
church just had not expected so much.

On Sunday there were two morning services. After the first one, Nathalys, the team leader, 
said to me, "Bill , give an invitation after the next service."  That was all I needed to hear. 
Nothing moves me like preaching for a public verdict.  About 40 people crowded towards 
the front and in the aisles to recommit themselves to Christ and to a life of holiness; It was 
awesome. TO GOD BE ALL THE GLORY.

On the train back to Strasbourg, I was thinking how marvelous it could have been if we had 
had a larger venue and the wholehearted involvement of the nearby local churches. Still, I 
thank God for what he accomplished for his glory.
