Michigan area, and 28 in the West area?  That’s 113 American Baptist Churches.  
Do you know that only 14 in the Central area, 5 in the Greater North area, 6 in the 
Metro Detroit area, 7 in the North area and 6 in the West area are getting credit 
for their L♥ve Gift giving?  That’s only 38 American Baptist Churches supporting 
L♥ve Gift.  Which either means 75 American Baptist Churches are giving to 
L♥ve Gift and it is not being reported correctly or they are not giving to 
L♥ve Gift.  Just think if every American Baptist Church was giving to L♥ve Gift 
what a blessing that would be!
